(Declaration of Free Entry of Unaccompanied Articles)

Please note the meaning of certain words used in the form-
IMPORTER: Yourself
RESIDENT: American citizen
NON-RESIDENT: Any citizen from a country other than the U.S
HOUSEHOLD GOODS: Furniture & household goods with the exception of personal effects
PERSONAL EFFECTS: Clothing jewelry, photographic equipment, personal records, stereo equipment, etc.
FOREIGN: Not American

The declaration is divided into seven parts; some are to be left blank according to the following
Instructions.

PART I   Box Numbers I -7 must be completed
Box l- Your Name
Box 2 - Your date of birth
Box 3 – Date of your arrival in the United States (Remember: Your US Customs Form 3299 is not
Valid until your arrival in the United States so plan your arrival to coincide with the arrival of your shipment
Box4 - U.S. (mainland) address and contact telephone number, U.S. Social Security Number, Passport Number (Country of issue if not USA)
Box 5 - Name of airport where you cleared Customs in the United States (mainland)
Box 6 - Name of airline and flight number on which you will enter United States (mainland)
Box 7 - First names of accompanying household members and relation to you
Box8 – Leave blank.
