BULLETIN FOR RESIDENTS 
TERRA COMMONS CONDOMIUMS
The local fire inspection authority have brought to the attention of the Board that many of the residents are in violation of fire code due to the amount of materials stored on decks and balconies.  We have been instructed to rectify this situation.  Accordingly, we are issuing this information bulletin.
RE: Use of Balconies, Decks & Back Yards   
[bookmark: _GoBack]It has been brought to the attention of the Board that there are violations in the use of common areas by residents at Terra Commons that pose a safety hazard.  In order for clarity please observe the following:
1) Decks, balconies and back yards are Exclusive Use Common Elements per section 3.02 (d) of the Declaration.  This means they are Common Elements owned by the Corporation per section 1.01(e) of the Declaration.
2) The Owners living directly adjacent to these common areas are designated as having exclusive use of these common areas.
3) Attaching anything with nails, screws or other fasteners is strictly prohibited as you will damage the acrylic stucco, railings and deck surfaces.  You will be financially responsible for the repairs and returning these common areas to the original condition.
4) Storage of personal possessions on these areas must adhere to the following;
I. Combustible materials (i.e. paper, petroleum containers or garbage) should be removed immediately as these constitute a fire hazard.
II. Allowable items include: only propane barbeques, patio furniture, bicycles, potted plants, benches and/or chairs.
III. Excessive materials on decks and balconies constitute an “area of refuge” violation as well as a “fire hazard” and should be reduced immediately.  These “areas of refuge” act as safe escape from a fire for you and your family until firefighters can respond to the scene to rescue you.
PLEASE NOTE: Our goal here is to keep all residents safe and comply with fire regulations. 
Property Management will be visiting all units after June 1, 2017 and violators will be dealt with accordingly in order to comply with fire regulations.  This basically means you will receive a notice of violation, the materials will be removed and discarded at your expense.
Please assist the Board by following these simple and easy to understand rules for everyone’s benefit.
