Birding at Peace Valley Park

Peace Valley Park, Bucks County is located in southeastern Penn-
sylvania. Within the 1500 acre park are the 365 acre man-made Lake
Galena and 750 acre Peace Valley Nature Center. The park is an Im-
portant Bird Area as designated by Pennsylvania Audubon Society.

The nature area includes two bird blinds and fourteen miles of
trails providing observation opportunities at feeders, the lake, ponds,
meadows, and woods. The six and one tenth of a mile paved Hike and Bike
Trail around the lake provides additional opportunities. Diverse habitats
have resulted in 293 confirmed bird species plus one identified only to
genus in the park. These include 58 species now considered accidental
that are listed separately below. Monthly status is shown for the regu-
larly occurring species to help birders with what might be expected in
appropriate habitat when visiting. Although bird records go back four
decades and more, the current relative abundance reflects changes that
have occurred in recent years. However, variation occurs from year to
year for various reasons including irruptions of cyclical species. The list
order and nomenclature is based on the Clements Checklist 2018.

Please use the bird sighting logbook in the Nature Center lobby to report
your sightings, particularly for more unusual species.
