Food
Auslan Sign

With fingers on thumb, tap hand shape on chin, twice.

Sit
Universally accepted obedience sign

With palm facing up, raise flat, open hand 
up in front of dog

Drop / Lie down
Universally accepted obedience sign

With palm facing down, move flat, open 
hand down in front of dog

Leave it
Universally accepted obedience sign
Shake hand from side to side, fingers 

spread, in front of dog

Bed
Auslan Sign

Place flat hand against side of head

Drink
Auslan Sign

Lift cupped hand to mouth as if drinking

Crate / Cage
Auslan Sign

Move hands down slightly, hands face each other. 
Fingers are spread to show bars

Game
Auslan Sign

With both thumbs up, twist “good” hand shapes back and 
forth in an alternating fashion, while hands remain 

touching

Speak
Auslan Sign

Open and close fingers onto thumb, twice

Look at me
Universally accepted obedience sign
Lift index finger up and towards eye

Wait
Auslan Sign

Bounce open hand twice in front of dog

Stay
Universally accepted obedience sign & Auslan Sign

Extend flat hand out, palm facing dog
