
IMPACT PROGRAMS: 
Our impact programs are specifically designed to address one of our three 
priority outcomes: Academic Success, Character and Leadership and Healthy 
Lifestyles. Here are few examples: 
 
CAMP INVENTION | Tuesdays at 4 PM | Members are presented with fun, 
hands-on challenges that encourage creative problem solving, teamwork, 
entrepreneurship, and innovation. One hour a week, our K-5th graders will work 
on a project that will help develop all of these skills, while having a great time.   
 
CAT (Clubs Against Tobacco) | Wednesdays at 4 PM | Members that 
participate in this program learn the effects that tobacco can have on a person’s 
health. Members learn how they can say “No” to peer pressure and how to talk 
to friends that are engaging in negative habits. 
 

iGROW READERS | Thursdays at 4 PM | iGrow Readers is an interactive 
program developed by South Dakota State University. This program promotes 
healthy habits and encourages kids to try new foods by pairing picture books 
with fun nutrition and physical activities. There are books and activities for youth 
in pre-kindergarten through 3rd grade.  The iGrow Reader booklist contains over 
30 books, some of which include Berenstain Bears and too Much Junk Food, 
Splat the Cat, and Llama Llama Mad at Mama.
