2016 LENTEN REGULATIONS
Ash Wednesday is a Universal Day of Fast & Abstinence.

1. On ASH WEDNESDAY and GOOD FRIDAY, all Catholics from ages 18-59 inclusive are obliged to observe a sacred fast, that is, taking only one full meal during the day and not eating between meals.  Also on ASH WEDNESDAY and GOOD FRIDAY, all Catholics 14 years of age and older are obliged to refrain from eating meat.  (It is permitted to eat eggs and milk products, as well as condiments, even if made from animal fat.)

2.  ALL THE FRIDAYS OF LENT are likewise days of abstinence on which all Catholics 14 years of age and older are obliged to refrain from eating meat.  (It is permitted to eat eggs and milk products, as well as condiments even if made from animal fat.)

 3.  The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter Duty) extends from the First Sunday of Lent, February 14th to the Solemnity of the Holy Trinity, May 22nd.
