County Cllr Dew and District Cllr Simpkins were in attendance.
Public participation: none.
1. Apologies for absence – Cllr P Jones (away)  Cllr P Capstick (ill)
2. Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held on 26 September 2019 – the Minutes were received and agreed as a true and correct record of the last meeting of the Parish Council.  

3. Matters arising from the Minutes of the last meeting – 
(3)   Cinema Equipment – Cllr McKenzie reported that this would be brought back to a future meeting for Members’ consideration.  Three quotes had now been received and Council support would be requested as part of Parish Plan and Budget discussions.  Funding issues were being progressed in a positive and constructive way.  Councillors were again asked to encourage attendance at the films.  An excellent and varied programme has been put together.  The first showing, “Fisherman’s Friends” on Sunday 29 September, had been extremely well attended and financially successful.  The next film is “Rocket Man” on Sunday 27 October.  Full details are available on the Council’s website.
(3)   Tour of Britain Cycle Race – Cllr Brocklehurst enquired as to whether there had been any progress regarding the storage of the yellow bikes.  It was reported that a promising offer of storage was being progressed. 

4. To receive declarations by elected and co-opted Members of interests in respect of items on 
 this agenda - Members were invited to declare any personal or prejudicial interests relating to any item

 on the agenda – none.
5. CCC and EDC Councillors – Cllr Simpkins reported that Eden DC was consulting on a Supplementary Planning Document (SPD).   The Housing SPD adds detail to policies in the Eden Local Plan, but does not create new policy nor allocate further sites for development.  

Cllr Simpkins drew attention to the aging population in the Upper Eden area, and the relative shortage in supply of smaller properties, whilst the supply of larger (4 bed) properties was considerable.  Supply of accommodation for the more elderly population was also in short supply.
The draft Housing SPD and associated documents can be viewed on the EDC’s website  as well as at the Local Links and Libraries across the district.  Comments on the draft Housing SPD are welcomed before 5.00 p.m. on 25 October 2019.
Cllr Dew reported his success in getting action from Cumbria Highways on the matter of repairing the wall at Bayside.  He asked that the matter be kept under review and any progress, or any lack of it, be reported.
He referred again to his persistent push for a winter resilience programme, including the deployment of “drifting snow” warning signs and grit.

He reported that his requested for support with Appleby Horse Fair issues had received a positive response, that the Chief Executive of EDC was sympathetic to his demands, and that the Chief Superintendent was seeking the services of the University of Cumbria regarding an economic impact survey and developing an income stream.

On another positive note, he remarked on the success of gaining an all-weather pitch for Kirkby Stephen and emphasised that impossible things can happen if you keep on keeping on.
6. Parish Plan – the Council agreed to meet in November to discuss the Parish Plan 2019/20.  The meeting will be held at Swanson House at the invitation of Cllr Jones, at 7.00 p.m. on 4 November.
7. Review of Closure of A66 slip road – Members considered a request for support for the closure of the A66 slip road on 30 August 2020 to assist the Pendragon Stages Rally.  This had been requested by Miles Whitelock, who had previously attended a Meeting of the Council to explain that this would allow the area in front of the Grand Prix site to be used for services more safely and effectively.  

The Council agreed its support for the proposed closure, providing that the event was again properly organised and supervised.  Further, that full access to homes and premises was guaranteed to local residents and businesses.  

8. Recycling Centre, Brough – The Clerk provided an up-date regarding the proposed new site in Brough.  He had prepared a planning application for use of the proposed site as a recycling centre which would be submitted immediately following the Meeting.  In order to allow this he asked for permission to pay the reduced application fee of £231.  This was approved.
Timescales involved meant that an extension would be required for use of the current Grand Prix site.  This request is being accommodated by Grand Prix Services, for which the Council is very grateful.  
It is hoped to receive approval for the new site before Christmas, but it could slip into the New Year.  Thereafter, the new site could be brought on-line very quickly.
9. Devolution of Assets – Members were provided with an up-date regarding the devolution of assets from Eden DC.  There had been no progress on any matter.
10. Trees on The Green, Church Brough and Elsewhere – Cllr Ellwood reported on the potential costs of pruning and dismantling trees in the Parish.  Costs were significant and had to be carefully reviewed.  After consideration it was agreed that Cllr Ellwood would progress the quote for pruning two cherry trees on the Green.  Other matters will be kept under review and progressed as necessary and as funding permits.
11. Jubilee Orchard – Members considered options for the future maintenance of the orchard and other fruit trees in Church Brough.  The possibility of support and advice from Acorn Bank would be investigated and further consideration given to the matter as part of the Council’s Planning and Budgeting processes.
12. Christmas Lights – Cllr Ellwood sought the agreement of the Council to the purchase of additional Christmas lights.  Members agreed. Cllr McKenzie would inform Cllr Ellwood of the number of existing lights and Cllr Ellwood would then purchase additional lights as necessary.
13. To consider Parish Council’s observations with regard to planning applications:  none.
