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News from the P.I.T. – Priest in Training 
In today’s Gospel, Jesus explains 
in the parable that there are four 
types of soils: the path, rocky 
ground, thorns, and good soil. The 
typical and scary question that 
could be asked from this parable 
is what kind of soil are you? It’s 

scary because we may put ourselves in the thorns, rocky, 
or even the hard path category. But I would argue that this 
shouldn’t scare us, at least, if we look at the four types of 
soils as a process of creating a garden! 

To create a garden from scratch you need to begin by 
breaking up the hard ground. It is in tilling the ground you 
discover the rocks that need to be removed. After the 
ground is prepared and planted, you can’t avoid the need to 
remove the various weeds and thorns that make their way 
into the garden. It is only after extensive care can the good 
soil produce great fruit. 

The Lord does exactly this with the Apostles! How 
many times in the Scriptures the Lord, in his patience, 
breaks through the hardness of their hearts (the paths), re-
moves their doubts and fears (their rocks), and detaches 
them from the riches of this world (the thorns), so that they 
can produce the good soil? The answer is a lot, especially 
in the Gospel of Matthew! 

Just as the Lord, worked with the Apostles to prepare 
their hearts, the Lord wants to do the same with us. He 
wants to break the hardness of our hearts, get rid of our 
rocks and thorns, and allow us to produce the great fruits 
of our faith. All we have to do is give permission to the 
gardener of our hearts, to break through our hardness, re-
move our doubts, and detach us from worldly things. It’s 
when we give the Lord permission, we will see the Lord 
bring forth tremendous fruit!

Climbing the Highest Mountain 
We celebrate the feast day of Our Lady of Mount Car-

mel on July 16.  It was on Mt. Carmel that God sent fire 
from heaven onto the altar prepared by Elijah in a competi-
tion between the one true God and the false god of Baal. 
This event was recorded in the Old Testament, 1 Kings 
18:16-39 and was never forgotten. In fact, those who de-
sired to stay close to God in quiet simplicity built a monas-
tery there.
