PPE (Minimum – check SWP- PPE for correct protection)
Eye protection – face shield of correct shade number
Protective clothing – no synthetic materials
Safety footwear

Fire resistant gauntlets or gloves and head cover
Fire resistant apron and spats

Approved welding helmet

OPERATION

· Check equipment. Do not use defective equipment
· Cylinder to be secured in upright position while being transported or used
· Mig wire reel to be removed before transport

· Ensure fire extinguishers are accessible

· Ensure adequate ventilation

· Remove all flammable materials from work area

· Disconnect / isolate battery on vehicle before welding to prevent computer damage 
· Ensure earth lead as close as possible to work area

· Ensure earth lead has a paint free clean contact area
· Ensure a good contact is made with the earth lead and job

· Switch off welding machine and turn off gas when operation completed

· Extinguish any smoldering materials and clean up before leaving area
· Use flash shield in close proximity work area to ensure bystanders don’t get weld flash
