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SAFE WORK PRACTICE

COOLING SYSTEM
PPE (Minimum – check SWP- PPE for correct protection)

Long hair secured

Long sleeves buttoned

Eye protection

No loose clothing

OPERATION

· DO NOT remove radiator cap when engine is HOT. Check temperature with hand or temperature gun.

· Check by squeezing top hose for pressure.

· Remove cap carefully. Fill with water and pressure test to find leaks.

· Repair leaks and look at other hoses for other future problems. Retighten all hose clamps.
· Check cap leak off pressure and condition. Change cap if below indicated cap pressure.

· Fill with coolant (check with customer on what coolant to be added and refer to MSDS) when all leaks are repaired.

· Ensure cooling system has been bled and all air pockets removed

· If unsure of coolant type flush radiator before adding new brand. 

· Check cooling system with pressure tester (pressure test system above cap pressure).

· Bring motor to operating temperature with heater taps open and recheck for leaks and circulation.

· If replacing radiator, always replace radiator cap.

· Wash radiator area and area of repairs.
