HAND HELD GRINDER – 5” and 9”
IMPORTANT

Under no circumstances are Non- Ferrous metals, plastics or other foreign material to be cut or ground with these grinders unless correct disc is used e.g. Aluminium
9” GRINDER: All employees to get permission from supervisor prior to using the grinder.
PPE (Minimum – check SWP- PPE for correct protection)

· Long hair secured

· Long sleeves buttoned

· Double Eye Protection 

· Safety Glasses and Full Face Shield (primary and secondary).

· Welding helmets not be used as face shields.
· Hearing protection.

· No loose clothing

· Gloves

OPERATION

· Turn lights on over work area

· Ensure grinder is NOT in locked on position, before you plug it in.
· Ensure guards and handles are in place at all times.
· Ensure disc in good condition 
· Ensure grinder is unplugged before changing cutting/grinding discs.
· Only use the correct disc for the 9” grinder. DON’T USE WORN DOWN DROP SAW DISCS.

· Ensure correct flange is used when changing between cutting/grinding discs. (See photo next to grinder position).
· Check foot position for even force and resistance – 1 foot forward, 1 foot back
· Do not use grinder above waist height.
· Make sure the electrical cord is away from the blade, put over shoulder if necessary.
· Proceed to work.
· Move grinder in smooth motion across work.

· Don’t grind toward vehicles or flammable items.
· Leave area tidy.
· Switch off lights.
HAZARDS 

· 9” grinders are banned from use on Mine sites (7” only)
· 9” Grinders not to be used for cutting without permission from the supervisor

· Do not use any grinder without handle attached

· Use of incorrect flange. 
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
