SAFE WORK PRACTICE

50 and 100 TONNE PRESS
Always consult with Supervisor if 100 tonne press required

PPE (Minimum – check SWP- PPE for correct protection)

· Long hair secured

· Long sleeves buttoned

· Double Eye Protection 

· Safety Glasses and Full Face Shield (primary and secondary).

· No loose clothing

· Gloves If Needed
OPERATION

· Turn lights on over work area

· Ensure you have a clean work area before commencing work
· Adjust press deck to the desired working height using attached winch

· Fit deck retaining pins and release winch rope pressure

· Set work in position using the supplied cross beams

· Ensure work is aligned correctly with hydraulic ram

· Slowly take up pressure and recheck work for alignment

· Stand to the side of the press while applying pressure

· Ensure you keep an eye on the pressure gauge making sure that maximum pressure is not exceeded

· “NEVER” use sockets as press spacers, they can explode. If you are not sure what to use, ensure you ask the Supervisor in charge
· “NEVER” use a longer jacking arm to gain extra pressure, only use the supplied jacking arm or air operated pump
· Remove work and tooling from the press ready for the next person.
· Switch off lights.
 HAZARDS

· Injury due to incorrect press tooling used

· Injury from misalignment while pressing (work turns into projectile)

· 50 tonne press damage due to incorrect set up

· Injury due to incorrect press set up

· Damage to work and/or press due to over pressure
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
