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SAFE WORK PRACTICE

SPRAY PAINTING

Application

To provide a standard work practice for spray painting work, as required by legislation and in accordance with the Diesel Force safety system.

1. Personal Protective Equipment / Special Equipment

· protective clothing

· safety footwear

· eye protection

· Respiratory protection – half face filter respirator with appropriate organic vapour / particulate cartridge.
· Protective gloves

2. Requirements

2.1 Spray Painters Precautions

· Drain the in-line air filter (of water).

· Ensure respiratory equipment and protective clothing is worn at all times during spraying operations.  Seek specialist advice if unsure.

· Mix and thin paints away from ignition points - Observe No Smoking Policy
· Clean and wash the spray paint gun and equipment away from ignition points.

· Should an emergency arise, use the nominated emergency exits.

· Be aware of the location of portable fire extinguishers in case of fire, and ensure they are accessible.

· Ensure there is adequate ventilation prior to commencement of painting.

· Ensure all measures are taken to prevent over spray from reaching the car park and vehicles in the workshop.

· Advise all relevant personnel when spray painting is about to commence and the anticipated duration of spraying.

· Follow relevant MSDS information for safe handling of thinners and paints
