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SAFE WORK PRACTICE

GAS WELDING
Training is essential before using this equipment. If in doubt, ask your Supervisor

PPE (Minimum – check SWP- PPE for correct protection)
Eye protection – Oxy goggles
Protective clothing – no synthetic materials
Safety footwear

Fire resistant gauntlets or gloves

OPERATION

· Check equipment. Do not use defective equipment
· Flash back arresters must be fitted to both ends of hoses

· Ensure no oil or grease present on fittings when assembling oxy components

· Use correct spark igniter

· Cylinders to be secured in upright position while being transported, used or stored.
· Ensure fire extinguishers are accessible

· Ensure adequate ventilation

· Remove all flammable materials from work area

· Ensure no cigarette lighters carried on the worker
· Turn on gas and regulate the flow

· Turn off gas at fuel valve first when welding or cutting operation is complete

· Extinguish any smoldering materials and clean up area when operation completed.
· In the event of flashback:

Close blowpipe oxygen valve at once, then close the fuel gas valve.

NOTE: This is the reverse of the normal shutting down procedure
