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SAFE WORK PRACTICE

WORKING ALONE

PPE (Minimum – check SWP- PPE for correct protection)

OPERATION 

1.	Mandatory actions if working alone:
· Advise supervisor of departure to site.
· Ring supervisor on arrival at site
· Ring Supervisor when departing site.
· If not returning to workshop, ring supervisor of arrival at home.

2.	A Risk Assessment (JSA) must be carried out before commencement if any of the 	following apply:
· The worker is not familiar with all aspects of the job.
· There is no one to meet them at the job site.
· They will be working alone on the job site.
· They require directions to the job other than in the metro area or well-travelled roads.
· They are a new employee.

3.	 Items to be addressed in a Risk Assessment but not limited to:
· The job should be discussed in detail with the supervisor before departure.
· All foreseeable hazards must be addressed.
· Communications to be checked and a system of contact noted in the risk assessment, including regular contact between worker and supervisor/s.
· The vehicle and equipment required to carry out the work is to be checked and be in good condition, with all emergency requirements available.

HAZARDS
· Unfamiliar roads, job, job site
· Communication not suitable, i.e., phone coverage not sufficient
· Not being able to communicate in the event of injury or breakdown.
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
