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SAFE WORK PRACTICE

SAFE HOUSEKEEPING

Injuries associated with slips trips and falls, repairs and maintenance of machinery and associated tasks due to poor housekeeping, are among the most frequent causes of injury in the workshop.

PPE (Minimum – check SWP- PPE for correct protection)



OPERATION
· Each Employee is to maintain good housekeeping standards at all times to control slip, trip and fall hazards.
· While working keep tools, cords, parts, etc.in a tidy and manageable order.
· If tools are faulty or damaged, tag out and notify Supervisor immediately. 
· Ensure there is adequate working space for each job. 
· Keep marked walkways and exits clear. 
· Regularly check the workshop and your immediate area for potential hazards.
· Gas bottles must be secured at all times.
· Ensure parts are not discarded during cleanups.

HAZARDS

Injuries from:
· Slips, trips and falls
· Exposure to hazardous materials
· Falling objects
· Protruding and/or sharp objects
· Damage to parts and tools
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
