
REGULAR MEETNG
AUGUST 15, 2016

The regular meeting of the Maynard City Council was held on Monday, August 15, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at the Maynard Community Center. Mayor Groothuis called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPOINTMENTS:
Barb Koenen would like to build a new garage to replace her old one. She would like this one to be bigger, but to build it on the existing cement slab. The new garage would be 2 ½ stalls facing Jesse even with the house. The dimensions being 30x36x9. Council has expressed concern that if structure is too close to the alley during the sanitary sewer line project that there may be undermining causing damage to the new structure. Koenen is convinced there should be no problems.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:
Resolution 16-10 a resolution calling for a public hearing on the adoption of a Tax Increment Financing Plan for Tax Increment Financing District 14-1.On June 9, 1986 the City of Maynard established a city development district pursuant Minnesota Statutes Chapter 472A, now Sections 469.124 through 469.134, to promote development and redevelopment within an area of the City which had not been developed to its full potential; and whereas the City wishes to create a tax increment financing plan for TIF District 14-1 in order to authorize the expenditure of tax increment for certain public improvements.

MOTION BY MAURICE AND SECONDED BY ROBERTS TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 16-10. MOTION CARRIED.

OLD BUSINESS:
Clerk has reached out to three other inspectors for rental properties and has received no response. Will Contact Wiebe to make sure of the cost. Will get a contract made up to hire him as our inspector. $100 per inspection plus mileage.

NEW BUSINESS:
Since the last meeting we have approve two zoning permits. One at 351 Amy for shingles and the other at 401 Cynthia also for shingling.

On May 12, 2016 Governor Dayton signed into law a bill creating a new process for landowners to place mobile residential dwellings on their property to serve as a temporary family health care dwelling. We are allowed to opt out of the new law. A public hearing will be held on Monday, September 12, 2016 to discuss this matter further.

CONCERNS OF THE COUNCIL AND RESIDENTS:
K, D & C. Rens were here to discuss their garage sale. We have been receiving many complaints about where rhey have been placing the signs advertising for the sale. They cannot be placed on public or private land without permission. It would be okay to put them on the street as long as they were not placed to where they would be hit. They can absolutely not be place at the Memorial, Museum or in the flower boxes. When asked how long they planned on having their garage sale because it seems that it is being run more like a business they responded that it would only run through fall. 

We have had complaints about the Lions Park. Weeds in the play area are 3 feet high, trash on top of shelter, dirty diapers laying on the ground and grass very long in the picnic area.

Andy Niemeyer is purchasing a home on Amy Street and would like permission to cut out a portion of the curb. He was given permission as long as it was understood that he would maintain it.

D. Mueller stated that years ago Cargill offered to put buffer boxes in, wondering where they are. Most likely because there is no one to make them that is Cargill approved. Groothuis will look into this. Also during the project are the citizens going to be able to get into their drive ways each night? We will discuss this at our Preconstruction meeting next Tuesday. Who is responsible for the children that will probably be playing in the ditches or around machinery in the evening? Parents are liable for their children. If it becomes a problem we will to address it.
