Braden Zitoun holds both a Bachelors and Masters degree in cello
performance from Indiana University, Bloomington. Her main teachers
included Helga Winold, Tsuyoshi Tsutsumi, and Janos Starker. She also
had the opportunity to study chamber music with Josef Gingold,
Menahem Pressler, and Rostislav Dubinsky of the Borodin Trio.

Ms. Zitoun is a very dedicated cello teacher. She taught at the
Wisconsin Conservatory of Music from 2002-2010. She currently has a
private cello studio, and is an adjunct cello teacher at Cardinal Stritch
University.
