Information & Rules

Registration:

Applications can be submitted and paid at Club Malua in person, 3pm to 9pm on Friday 9" June 2017.
Nominations by phone will be accepted; however registration fees must be paid before the end of the
weigh in (3.00pm on Saturday 10th June). Applications via mail will be accepted up until COB Friday 9th
June. Applications via mail can be sent to the “Malua Bay Fishing Club C/O Club Malua, Sylvan St Malua
Bay 2536”. Cheques or money orders can be made payable to the “Malua Bay Fishing Club inc”.
Competition:

Family $45.00 — This includes two adults and two children under 18 years old. Includes 2 lunch vouchers
per person.

Adults $25.00. Includes 2 lunch vouchers per entry.

Juniors (under 18 years at commencement of comp) - $10.00. Includes 2 lunch vouchers per entry.

Fishing Times:

Fishing Commences at Midnight on the Friday of the competition and ceases at 3:00pm on the Sunday.
Remember that you have to be within the weigh-in area before 3:00pm sharp on each day. Fish caught
on Saturday can be weighed on Sunday if the weigh in has been missed. If this occurs contestants are
reminded that ONLY the heaviest fish of each species (listed below) can be weighed in on the Sunday. For
example if a Snapper is caught on the Sat and the weigh in has been missed and another one is caught on
the Sunday only the heaviest out of the two can be weighed on the Sunday.

Weigh Station and Weigh in Times:
The weigh in station will be located on the front verandah of Club Malua. Weigh in times are:

Saturday - 10th from 1.00pm to 3.00pm, Sunday - 11th from 1.00pm to 3.00pm
Competitors must be in the weigh-in area before 3pm.

Please note: the weigh-in times do not apply if broken down or assisting in a rescue. However,
the Malua Bay Fishing Club must be notified (Andrew—0415652345) or via Marine Rescue
Batemans Bay of this occurrence.

Cost of BBQ:

A BBQ will be provided at the club on Saturday 10th and Sunday 11th from 12.30pm. Each
entrant will have been provided with two free lunch vouchers for use. The club will also have
available for purchase:

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Boundaries:

This competition covers rock, beach, river or ocean fishing. The boundaries are within the
Batemans Marine Park and waters there off.

Rules:

1 ONLY heaviest fish of each species listed below at 7 (Seniors) & 9 (Juniors) are to be
weighed in on each day.

2 Winning Club of the Competition (a Perpetual Trophy is awarded). To be eligible for this
trophy four or more members of the same club must weigh fish. Only the 4 best aggregate weight
scores from each club will be used to decide the winning club and be the aggregate weight over
both days of listed species. Any Groper, Jew Fish, Shark and Game fish will not be included in the
tallying for this trophy.

3 All fish must be in roped off weigh-in area by the nominated time. Fish not in the weigh-in
area on time will not be weighed.

4 All fish to be weighed shall be gutted and gilled with the exception of Sharks. Sharks have
to be gutted only. Each catch to be weighed in separately for each person.

5 As the MBFC or committee has no control over your activity, or method of fishing, they will
not be liable for any claim whatsoever, but advise your activities are to be carried out with the
greatest of caution.

6 Groper, Jew Fish, Shark and Game fish will not be included in aggregate weights for Top
Male Catch, Top Female Catch, Top Junior Prizes or the top boat catch or winning club trophy.

7 Senior Prize List - Prizes will be awarded for the heaviest fish caught of the following
species:
